NCEA Changes 2020 
 

NCEA has been made a bit easier for the students just for 2020 with fewer credits required.
Requirements to pass NCEA for 2020 only are: 

Level One—70 credits passed during 2020 
Level Two—52 credits passed during 2020 
Level Three—52 credits passed during 2020
University Entrance—12 credits in three approved subjects, 10 UE literacy credits (5 
reading and 5 writing) and Level 3. 

 

Endorsements: 
Overall—46 credits at Excellence for an Excellence Endorsement. 46 credits at Excellence or 
Merit for a Merit Endorsement. 
Subject—12 credits at Excellence in that subject, including at least 3 internal and at least 3 
from the exam for an Excellence Subject Endorsement. 12 credits at Merit or Excellence in that 
subject including at least 3 internal and at least 3 from the exam for the Merit Subject 
Endorsement 
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
